Pharmacies that collect prescriptions from GP
surgeries and pharmacies that deliver medications
and other items to you will continue to do so.

What you As your GP practice will not accept repeat requests
need to do from pharmacies or other suppliers you will need
to order your repeat prescriptions from your GP



practice when you have 7 to 10 days of medicines
left. You should contact your pharmacy to let them
know you have ordered a prescription if you wish for
them to collect this for you.

Remember your GP practice needs 2-3 working days
to issue a prescription, so don‘t leave it until the last
minute. The pharmacy requires an additional 48
hours to dispense your medicines.

To register for online services you will need to visit
your GP practice with photo identification and proof

of address.
Why is this Under the old system some patients built up a
happening? stock of unused medicines. The NHS can reduce the

cost of waste medicines through improving repeat
prescribing systems. The money saved through
reducing medicines waste will be used to fund
prescribing of medicines to the population

of Kirklees.

The new system is also safer as your GP can monitor
your prescription more easily and discuss the
prescription items that you continue to need at your
regular review.
